Registrations received with a postmark prior to September 8th will be held and processed on a first-come/ first-serve basis after the
Lottery process ends.

3) Separate Checks for each individual program and participant. Checks or Money Orders are accepted & should be made out to: FRANKLIN TOWNSHIP
No Confirmations will be Made. If you do not hear from us your registration was accepted. If you do not get into a class, you will be notified

If a program is filled, your check will be returned and the name is placed on a waiting list. If an opening becomes available in a closed program, the space will be offered to the first
person on the waiting list. If that person declines or is unreachable after two attempts, the staff will then contact the next person on the list.
